The Schengen Treaty is an agreement between signatories where the free move-

ment of persons between states in Europe is guaranteed. Switzerland is a signa-
tory to this which means that common European rules for short stay visas and

border controls are applied. Travel for citizens of states
who are signatories is simple and citizens are able to en-
joy free movement between all signatory states.

0Of the 24000 Swiss nationals living in Australia, 80-85%
of them are dual citizens of both Australia and Switzer-
land. This is a fantastic privilege to live and work in both
Australia and Switzerland, however, there is a responsi-
bility to stay informed when you travel on two passports.

According to the Airport police in Zurich, many Swiss ci-
tizens of dual nationality are caught out whilst travelling
to and from Switzerland. This happens when Swiss citi-
zens travel to Switzerland, have their Australian passport
stamped and their presence in Switzerland registered as
an Australian citizen.

It is possible to forget this when you are visiting friends
and family and accidentally overstay the 90 days permit-
ted as an Australian citizen when you are in fact a Swiss
citizen, too! Similarly, problems can arise when entering
Switzerland on an Australian passport and leaving on
your Swiss passport. Your registration on the computer
systems will not be updated and you may face problems
at the border when you travel to Europe again.

The Airport Police in Zurich suggests that you enter and
leave Switzerland and Europe on your Swiss passport or
Swiss identity card to avoid any unnecessary complica-
tions. However, if you enter Switzerland only on your
Swiss identity card, don't forget to bring also some Aust-
ralian travel documents in order to avoid problems when
re-entering Australia after your visit to Switzerland.

If you are travelling to Europe on your Swiss passport or
Swiss identity card you will be subject to the soft track
border control which requires you to show a valid Swiss
travel document. If you are travelling on your Australian
passport this requires you to present, not only your pas-
sport, but possibly also proof of sufficient funds in your
bank account, your visa and/or proof of accommodation
and medical insurance.
