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CSA. Spring Meeting Report, Berne, 16/3/2013

Congress of the Swiss Abroad, Davos August 16 - 18, 2013. The
theme of this year’s Congress will be “Switzerland in time of Globalisa-
tion”. Discussion will centre around the strategy Switzerland should
adopt for its future, being a non-EU member and having scarce natural
resources. Also considered is the new situation as to the “Finance
Place Switzerland” created by the abuses of some banks. Participants
in the Congress are able to express their views in various workshops.

Centenary: Mr Rudolf Wyder, the CEO of the Secretariat of the Swiss
Abroad in Bern is planning special events for the 100th Anniversary of
the 0SA in 2016. The Swiss Abroad will be contacted in order to parti-
cipate in the planning and realisation of this important event.

Law Swiss Abroad: Mr Filipo Lombardi informed about the status of
the new law for the Swiss Abroad, which is being discussed at the par-
liamentary level. The new article in the Constitution will requlate in a
more coherent form, relationships between the Swiss Abroad and Fe-
deral and Cantonal institutions. Switzerland should have a coherent
policy regarding the Swiss Abroad which should clearly mention the
rights and obligations of the various authorities involved.

E-voting for everyone: the Swiss Abroad have lodged a petition to
the Federal Authorities to have e-voting for all Swiss Abroad by 2015.

Banks/Taxation: The Swiss Abroad were informed by the relevant Fe-
deral Authority about current negotiations of Switzerland with some
third party countries as to Double Taxation Agreements. It was menti-
oned on various occasions that the finance place of Switzerland has
been severely tarnished by activities of some banks, and pressure has
been put on the Federal Authorities to make sure that the Swiss Ab-
road can have adequate banking facilities in Switzerland. It was re-
ported that some Swiss banks have cancelled bank accounts of some
Swiss living abroad or are charging excessive fees to keep accounts.
We will keep you informed about the progress on this topic!

Embassy. Whar Can Swiss Honorary Consuls Do ?

Can honorary consuls issue passports or visas?
Can they marry a couple? Can they authenticate a document?

Swiss honorary consuls are often confronted with such requests, as
revealed during a Regional Consular Conference, held in Sydney on
March 15 and 16, 2013.

Switzerland became a member of the Schengen Agreement in 2008.
The Schengen Agreement changed the role of honorary consuls consi-
derably. Under the agreement, for example, honorary consuls are no
longer authorized to grant visas.

Honorary consuls are the local representative of the ambassador or
consul general. They act as the eyes and ears of the ambassador or
consul general. This includes representing the ambassador or consul
general at national holiday celebrations or other official events.

The honorary consuls maintain and expand a network of local con-
tacts in local government, as well as in business, scientific and cultu-
ral circles. They report to the Embassy or Consulate General whenever
an opportunity for Swiss interests arises and provide general informa-
tion on Switzerland.

The honorary consuls further promote a spirit of solidarity within the
Swiss expatriate community and strengthen its ties with Switzerland.
They keep an eye out for destitute or helpless Swiss and let them know
that help can generally be made available. The Swiss Clubs interact di-
rectly with the Embassy and the Consulate General. The Honorary Con-
suls are therefore not their first point of contact. But Swiss Clubs are
an important part of the network of the Honorary Consuls.

The honorary consuls, after consultation with the Embassy or the
Consulate General, assist the Swiss in need, both those living abroad
as well as tourists, be it because of an accident, sickness, theft or im-
prisonment, etc. They inform the Embassy or Consulate General of any
circumstances that potentially affect the Swiss. They also report on
any event that could be of importance with regard to travel advice pu-
blished by the Federal Department of Foreign Affairs.

The only administrative duty of an honorary consul remains the con-
firmation of the proof of life for the AHV/IV. For all other consular and
administrative services, Swiss citizens need to contact the Embassy or
Consulate General.

We thank our honorary consuls for their outstanding work.
